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1. Safety Instructions  

This manual contains important safety instructions and information on the correct use of this device. Make sure the

Do not disassemble the device by yourself and do not wipe the surface of the device with alcohol, benzene or thinners. Do 

not use the device in areas where electronic devices are prohibited, such as on board aeroplanes.  

Do not use the device while driving or walking in the street in case of accidents.

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2. Functionality Overview

 ̧ ID3 support, Lyrics display. 

 ̧ SP/LP digital recording.

3. About the Battery  

The player uses a large-capacity built-in Li-polymer battery which is very safe to 

use. 

When the battery power is low, the screen will display ñlow powerò and 

automatically power off.  

Recharge the battery by connecting the device to a computer via the USB cable, 

or by connecting it to the charger.  

The screen displays a battery icon and flashes while recharging the battery. The 

icon signifies that it is full when recharging is complete.  

The battery performance depends on the volume setting, the played file format, 

button operation, etc.  

The user can set the device to [power off] automatically to save power, through 

the Settings menu.  

If the device is not to be used for a prolonged period, please set the [ON/OFF] 

button to the [OFF] position. 

 

4. Button Functionality 

[ON/OFF]: the power switch. 

[MODE]: opens the menu, exits the sub-menus, and confirms the selections. 

(From anywhere, holding [MENU] will open the Main Menu.) 
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[>II]: play/stop, power the player on/off.  

[PRE] / [NEXT]: last/next, backward/forward. 

[VOL]: adjust the volume, press [PRE] / [NEXT] to decrease/increase the volume. 

 

5. Basic Operation  

1) Power on: first set the button to [ON] and hold [>II] (play/stop) for three seconds. 

The player will switch to working mode.  

2) Power off: hold [>II] (play/stop) for three seconds. The player will switch off. 

Then push the button from the [ON] to the [OFF] side. 

NB: When battery power is low, it will automatically power off.  

3) Adjusting the volume: 

In MP3 mode, AMV mode, Voice mode and FM mode, first press [VOL] and then 

press [PRE] / [NEXT] to decrease/increase the volume. Holding [PRE] / [NEXT] 

will decrease/increase continuously.  

 

6. Main Menu 

Hold [MODE] to open the Main Menu. There are seven modes to select from by pressing

7. Music Mode 

 

Sub-menu description 

A. The óPlaying' mode sub-menu (there is no sub-menu when playing MTV & AMV 

files) 

Select Music Mode in the Main Menu, press [MODE] to confirm the selection and then 

press PLAY/STOP [>II] to play a song. While a song is playing, press [MODE] to enter 

the sub-menu: 

 

 

 

 

 

Repeat Normal, Repeat one; Folder; Repeat 

Folder; Repeat All; Random; Intro. 

Equalizer NATURAL, ROCK, POP, CLASSIC, SOFT,  

JAZZ, DBB. 

Tempo Rate Move towards positive to increase the 

tempo rate or towards negative to decrease 

the tempo rate. The digit ñ0ò signifies the 

tempo rate is normal. 

Replay A-B repeat, when ñAò in the icon  

flashes, press [NEXT] to confirm the start 

point, and [NEXT] again as ñBò point. The 

player will replay from A to B according to 

the setting in óReplay timesô. (Return to A-B 

replay mode by pressing [PRE].) 

Replay times This sets how many times the A-B point 

replays. The maximum is 10 times (1-10). 
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Replay gap This sets the replay time gap between each 

replay. 

Exit Exit the sub-menu. 

 

 

The device displays lyrics where the lyric filename is the same as the MP3 

filename. For example, if the songôs filename is ñsong.mp3ò, then the LRC 

filename should be ñsong.lrcò. They should also be kept in the same folder.  

If a lyrics file is found for the song, the round ball beside the ñlyricò icon is green. 

Otherwise it is red. 

 

B. The óStoppedô mode sub-menu: (when in óPlayingô mode for MP3 and AMV, 

press [>II] to stop playing, then press Mode button.)

8. Installing the (AMV) Converter Tool 
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Make sure Windows Media Player 9.exe and Directx9.0 are installed before the software 

is installed. 

1. Put the CD into the computer and open the driver. 

2. Run Setup.exe to install the software, then restart the computer. 

3. Choose Menu: Start---Program---Mp3 player utilities---AMV convert tool 

4. A window opens. Choose the file to be converted, then choose the folder 

where the newly converted file is to be stored, and click ñstart convertingò. 

 

9. Recording Mode 

 
Press [MODE] to select óRecordô mode in the Main Menu, then press [MODE] 
again to open the óRecordingô Sub-menu. 
 

Local folder Indicates the folder of the file currently 

being recorded. 

REC type: Fine REC: WAV format, good voice 

quality;  

Long REC: ACT format, fair quality 

and longer recording time; 

Fine VOR: WAV format, good voice 

quality, will stop recording 

automatically when no sound is 

detected; 

Long VOR: ACT format, fair quality, 

will stop recording automatically when 

no sound is detected; 

Exit Exit the sub-menu. 

 

After setting up, press [>II] to start recording. Please note: 

1. During the recording, only [>II] (play/stop) and [MODE] are operational. 

2. Pressing [>II] (play/stop) briefly will save the current recording file and start a 

new recording file. 
3. Ensure that there is sufficient battery capacity during recording. 

4. The player supports storage of 99 voice recordings in each directory. If the 

screen displays ñout of spaceò, this indicates the current directory has already 

saved 99 voice recordings, and the user needs to change to a new directory. 
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10. Voice Mode 

 

In the Main Menu, use [PRE] or [NEXT] to select Voice mode, then press [MODE] to 

confirm the selection, and press [>II] to play the recording. Press [>II] to pause playback, 

and use the [PRE] or [NEXT] buttons to select recorded files.  

 

The óPlayingô mode sub-menu: 

Repeat See ñrepeatò in Music Mode section. 

Tempo rate See ñtempo rateò in Music Mode

11. FM Mode 

 

In the Main Menu, use [PRE] or [NEXT] to choose FM mode and press [MODE] to 

confirm. Press [>II] (play/stop) to save a radio channel. If no channel is saved, they may 

be searched by using automatic or manual searching. Press [MODE] again to open the 

below sub-menu: 

  

Save Save the currently tuned frequency. 
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Delete Delete the current preset channel. 

Delete all  Delete all the saved channels. 

Normal band Frequencies from 87MHz---108MHz. 

Japan band Frequencies from 76MHz---90MHz. 

Fine record Switch to recording mode to record current radio station and save as a WAV 

file. Hold [MODE] to stop recording. 

Long record Switch to recording mode to record current radio station and save as an ACT 

file. 

Exit Exit the FM sub-menu. 

   Automatic search: Holding [PRE] or [NEXT] for two seconds will tune the frequency 

upward or downward until a radio station is located, then it will stop automatically.  

Manual search: Use [PRE] or [NEXT] to search upward or downward. 

NB: Normal band and Japan band can each store 20 preset channels.  

 

12. Camera 

 

In the Main Menu, use [PRE] or [NEXT] to select Photo mode, then press [MODE] to 

confirm, opening the screen shown below: 

 

Press [MODE] again to open the sub-menu:  

Local folder Choose the folder where the picture is saved. 

Play set Manual play or automatic play (there is a time-lag for automatic 

play of 1-10 seconds). 

Delete Delete the picture. 

Exit Exit the sub-menu. 

Press [>II] (play/stop) to display the picture automatically or manually according to the 

previous playing setting. 
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13. Set-up 

 

  

Clock 

Press [MODE] to edit the time. Use [NEXT] button to increase final digit 

of the year; use [VOL+] button to edit next digit, press [PRE] or [NEXT] 

buttons to adjust the digit. Press [MODE] to confirm the setting.  

LCD set 

Brightness: this sets the screen brightness. 

Black: this sets the time period for turning the screen to black when there is no 

button activity, from 0-30 seconds. 0 signifies no black screen. 

Exit: exit the sub-menu. 

Language 

Simple Chinese, English, Traditional Chinese, Japanese, French, 

German, Italian, Dutch, Portuguese, Spanish, Swedish, Czech, Danish, 

Polish. 

Power off 

Off time: this sets self-power off time when the player is stopped and no 

button is pressed. The time unit is in seconds. 0 signifies this function is 

switched off. 

Sleep time: this sets self-power off time after the last key was pressed, 

regardless of whether the player is active or stopped. The time unit is in 

minutes. 

Replay mode Manual replay; automatic replay. 

Online mode Multi-drive; Normal only; Encrypted only. 

Memory info. This checks the memory size and the remaining memory. 

Firmware 

version 

This displays the playerôs firmware version. 

Firmware 

upgrade 

The firmware can be upgraded via the connection to the computer. 

Exit Exit the sub-menu. 
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14. E-book 

 
Enter the E-book mode by pressing [MODE]. Then articles may be read and 

edited on the device. The device only recognises articles in ñ.txtò format. 

 

15. USB Disk Functionality 

1) The player can be used as a large mobile storage device, and supports memory of 

128M/256M/512M/GB/2GB/4GB.  

2) Above Windows 98 no driver is required. Just plug-&-play in the computer.  

3) The player supports USB and starts charging when connected to a computer.  

4) When connected to a computer, the screen shows three different operating modes:  

 

1. Suspended 

 

2. Downloading

16. Encrypt Disk Functionality 

The user can use the software to set partitions for the USB disk. One is a normal disk, 

the other is an encrypted disk. (The user sees two disk icons in the computer.) Users 

with Windows 2000 need to install SP4, otherwise the user only sees one disk icon 

and should select [normal only] or [encrypt only] from [online mode] of [system 

setting]. The encrypted disk hides all private data: others cannot access the data 

without a password.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

 

 

 

 

NB:  

*Data on the encrypted disk cannot be read by the player.  

*The encrypted disk requires a username and password to be input when connecting to 

the computer.  

*Setting partitions will erase the data, please back up the data in advance. Combining 

disks will  also erase the data.  

*Please do not lose the username and password. Without them, it is impossible to access 

the encrypted disk. Disks may be combined to cancel the encrypted disk, at risk of 

damaging the data on the encrypted one.  

 

17. Upgrading 

Use the Update tool installed on the computer to update and repair a damaged driver.
