5.1 Power ON/OFF

The MP4 player has built-in a rechargeable battery. At the first use we suggest to recharge the battery for a

long period (around 8 hours). To recharge the battery please connect the MP4 player to USB computer port.

Powering On:..
1. Turn on On/Off button to On position
Powering Off:
1. Hold the Play [4 ]/ Pause [; ] key until the power-off animation begins
2. Then, turn the On/Off button to Off position.
3. Under the state of stop, the player may power off automatically if a sleep time is predefined in

Main Menu

After powering on the MP4 player, you can see the main menu with 9 submenus (optional), which allow you
to select different functions and options.

By using the [9 ] or [: ] buttons, you can select the desire option, and then press Play button to confirm the
selection.

To access at the main menu while you are inside any of these submenus, press and hold MENU [M] switch
for a few seconds. (Short pressing the MENU [M] switch usually opens the submenu option of each

submenus)

The available options are:

Music: Select this option to play song.
AMV Mode: Select this option to play AMV video.
Record: Select this option to record voice messages by the microphone inside.
Voice: Select this option to play recorded voice message.
FM: Select this option to use the FM radio.
E-Book: Select this option to read text.
Games: Select this option to play game.
Album: Select this option to browse and see photos.

System: Select this option to access at system setup.




5.2 Music Mode

The music player option allows playing songs. To activate this option please _ﬂ_
follow here below instruction:

1. Power ON the MP4 Player, the screen will display the main menu

2. By using [9] or [ ] buttons, select MUSIC PLAY option then press
[PLAY] button.

3. Press PLAY [4 ; ] button to start to play the first song available.
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5.2.1 Key Function at Music Mode

During the song play it is possible to activate the following controls.

PL AY ; []:3 Press the play [4 ; ] to start to play a song. Press the play button again to

pause the song. To restart to play the song press play button again.

Hold the play button for longer time will eventually turn off the player
REW & FFWD [7 8 ] Press[9 ]Jor[: ]to select the previous or the next song.

Press and Hold the [9 ] or [ ] buttons to rewind or fast forward the song.

Volume (VOL+ and VOL-): Press [VOL+] button to increase the volume and press [VOL-] button to

decrease the volume.

Speaker: Press and hold [VOL+] button to activate the speaker; press and hold [VOL-]

button to de-activate the speaker.

5.2.2 Music Submenu

5.2.3 A-B Repeat Function

The player can loop-playing a specified music interval of a song. While Playing Music, Press RECORD
[REC] button to set repeat start point A, and then press RECORD [REC] again to set repeat end point B. The

player will then loop-play the content between point A and B.

5.2.4 Lyric Display

The Player supports Lyrics Display, in which the lyrics would be shown synchronizing with the actually lyrics
of the song. The file format should be filrcg and the file name should be exactly the same with the song& file
name and place within the same folder with the song. To activate this option, please follow here below
instruction:

1. While playing song, press and hold MENU [M] to activate lyrics display

2. Short press MENU [M] button again to de-activate the lyrics display and return to music play menu.

5.3 AMV Mode

The AMV MODE allows to play movies in AMV Format. To activate this option please

follow here below instruction:

1. Power ON the MP4 Player, the screen will display the main menu.
2. By using [9 ] or [ ] buttons, select AMV MODE option then press PLAY |

4. Choose the video file you want to be converted in
ANPUT FILEQ

5. Choose the output destination folder in the
AOUTPUT FILEO.

6. You can set the size, quality and rotation for the
conversion. The screen resolution of this player is
128x128 pixels, so please set the size accordingly.
The higher quality produces larger AMV file size,
better video quality and vice versa.

7. Choose BEGIN to start converting the file. And you
can see the conversion status in the PROGRESS
Bar.

8. After conversion complete, you will see the

converted file in your output destination folder.

A When you are trying to convert rm, ram, rmvb, mov and vob, you need particular decoder.

5.4 Record (Voice messages recorder)

button.
Press PLAY [4 ; ] or RECORD [REC] button to start to recording.
4. You can listen to your wave file under the VOICE submenu. (Please refer to chapter 8.4 for more
details.
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
